4) BODY OF THE ARTICLE:  
The Westend Gospel Singers hail from Eberswalde, Germany, a town of 40,000 northeast of Berlin. Their congregation is a member of the Union of Evangelical Churches, a sister church of the United Church of Christ.
In September they are touring Wisconsin for two weeks, concluding their stay in the Chicago area. The choir will stay in Janesville, Neenah, West Bend and Waukesha, Wisconsin as well as Chicago and Glenview, Illinois. Along the way they will perform on eleven occasions, in concert and at worship.
They will also tour, visiting the Milton House in Janesville, Schlitz Audubon Nature Center in Milwaukee, Old World Wisconsin in Eagle, and the Chicago Loop.
This choir sings gospel music in English. Germans have long been acquainted with this variety of spiritual song. Recent interest has been inspired by the witness of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., and the music of Mahalia Jackson and the Golden Gate Quartet, among others.

In the life of the church, gospel music brings vitality and emotion that is inviting to the young. In former East Germany, where only 25% of the population still count themselves as Christian, it also provides opportunities for evangelism.
